was a truck driver and her mother worked in aero-
space, Lena was taught from a young age the value
of hard work and dedication. Lena is also one of
the most outspoken allies for the LGBTQ communi-
ty on the Long Beach City Council. She has fought
for additional funding for meningitis outreach and
prevention, made sure that LGBTQ people were
counted in the homeless count and lead a procla-
mation to officially declare the third week in May as
Long Beach Pride Week in Long Beach. Additional-
ly, she has brought several LGBTQ groups to City
Hall to make presentations in front of the City
Council including Long Beach Pride, Gender and
Sexualities Alliance and the Long Beach Imperial
Court to name a few.

Long Beach Lesbian & Gay Pride, Inc. (LBLGP,
Inc.) was established in October 1983 and pro-
duced the first annual Long Beach Lesbian & Gay
Pride Festival & Parade in June of 1984. Their mis-
sion is to engage in, and support, bridge building
activities that educate, encourage, and celebrate
LGBT inclusion and pride. They support a variety
of organizations that work to promote charitable
activities, educational programs, and cultural arts
in Long Beach and the surrounding communities
and has gifted more than one million dollars back
into the community in grants & scholarships. Long
Beach Leshian & Gay Pride Festival & Parade has
become the 3rd largest in the nation, attracting
over 80,000 participants over two days. The Parade
Step-off is at 9:30 am. The Bixby Park location on
